amongst some of our Year 6
students, mostly via Snapchat. Some of it
had been going on since Year 4.

| spoke to our local police as these behaviours were very
worrying (circulation and rating of images, making fake profiles,
mean words including ‘go kill yourself” etc).

What concerned me the most is that our kids did not report
this. They kept it to themselves and allowed it to continue for an
extended period.

If you are choosing to let your child use Social Media then you
must be continually monitoring their chats and must check in
with them regularly. Many parents were unaware too and were
surprised at the extent of the Mean on Purpose behaviours. The
‘tween’ brain is not ready to deal with social media and the
effects of Cyberbullying can be so devastating. Please check in
with your child if you haven't already. These are our kids and we
need to keep them safe.
